COLLECTIVE BARGAINING

This airport is currently assessing candidates for part-time positions with atour of
duty of 20 hours per week. This consists of 5 workdays with 4 hours per day during
themorning and afternoonshifts. Specific shifts are assigned after new hires
successfully complete theirtraining and are subject to periodic adjustments.

AGREEMENT

This position isin the bargaining unit for
which the American Federation of
Government Employees (AFGE) isthe
TSA employees are considered emergency personnel and are expected to report for  exclusiverepresentative. While

duty during inclement weather regardless of state and local restrictions on travel. membership is automatic, membership
dues are elective and prorated.
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TRAINING & TRAVEL REQUIREMENTS

Employment is contingent upon successfully completing the required training period and
initial certification testing. Participation in training for both part-time and full-time
employees is considered to be full-time, and you will be paid accordingly for the hours
spent in training. For the initial training, you will be required to work a full-time schedule
by attending training both locally as well as at the TSA Academy located in Glynco, GA.
All TSO new hires are required to travel for a minimum of two (2) weeks in a full-time
duty status away from the employee’s airport of record to complete initial New Hire
training at the TSA Academy. Travel to the TSA Academy will be at the government’s
expense and does not allow the opportunity for weekend travel home during this two-
week training period. Following the training at the TSA Academy, all TSO new hires are
required to successfully complete 81 to 130 hrs. of On-the-Job Training, depending on
required certifications.

BENEFITS

Federal employees working full-time or part-time are eligible for Federal benefits and
retirement once eligibility requirements are met. Healthinsurance is offered through
the Federal Employees Health Benefits (FEHB) program. The health benefit program
has many plansto choose from and all at group rates, which can be paid for with pre-
tax income.

Newly hired Federal employees are automatically covered under the Federal
Employees Group Life Insurance (FEGLI) program. The life insurance value is based
onthe employee’s salary and whether Optional insurance is elected. Other benefit
programs available include the Thrift Savings Plan, Federal Flexible Spending
Account, Federal Long Term Care Insurance, Federal Dental, Vision coverage, and
the Employee Benevolent Fund. Federal employees also earn leave to be used for
vacation orillness. If offered a position with TSA, you should make sure that you ask
forand receive afull explanation of the benefits you are eligible for and timeframes
for electing coverage, before accepting a job offer.

TSO DRESS AND APPEARANCE RESPONSIBILITIES

TSO uniforms are provided to employees by the agency. Employees must comply
with a personal appearance standard that places restrictions on certain accessories
and grooming while in uniform. This includes: eyewear, jewelry, facial hair, hair,
makeup, tattoos, and fingernails, as well as, the use of chewing gum, tobacco, and
personal electronic devices.

DUAL FEDERALEMPLOYMENT RESTRICTION

TSA has astrict policy governingdual Federal employment that limits the number of
hours that an employee can work to 40 hours or less per week. Only specific
positions within the U.S. Postal Service, the U.S. Census Bureau, the National
Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration, the U.S. Office of Personnel Management,
and the Government of the District of Columbia qualify for an exception to this 40
hourlimitation. In addition, dual employment cannot conflict with your official TSA
duties, nor can it affect your fitness for duty or ability to report to work on time.
Since TSA would be considered the primary employer for the purposes of scheduling
work, assigning shifts, scheduling training, approving leave, etc., it is incumbent
upon theemployeeto resolve any scheduling conflicts withthe other Federal agency.
